Article 34:

e Children under ages 12 can't seat at front seat of the car

e Children under ages 4 should use child safety restraint

Objectives of the Survey:

e To understand the status of the use and the need for technical support of child safety restraint(CSR)

e To understand the public awareness and attitude of the new “Shanghai Road Traffic Management Rules"

e To explore the public attitude on the implementation of the “ Shanghai Road Traffic Management Rules"
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Methods:
e Respondents were parents who had at least one child 0 to 6 years of age

e Questionnaires and self-report of the parents.

Characteristics of Respondents
e 50% of parents graduated from universities or got further education

e 29% of surveyed families annually earn RMB 200K above

Main Foundings:

I. CSR Usage and Need for Technical Support

1. CSR Usage

e 75% respondents have private cars. Among respondents with private cars, 70% have owned CSR.

2 Implementation of the Rules
e 60% respondents perceive “Violators* will be fined RMB 100" is just right,

but 20% respondents think this penalty is “too slight”

I1l. Conclusion:

e In Shanghai, more and more parents have CSR for their children (70% of the respondents), but use for
every ride is keeping lower(1/3 of respondents with CSR).

e Among, parents with CSR, two major reasons for not using CSR are that children don't like (89%) and
short distance drive (47%), at the same time, difficult for installation is also an issue (24%).

e There are requirement for technical support for the correct use of the CSR, and the third party is regarded
as the one giving support.

e Most of respondents support the new Shanghai Traffic Rules, and express they will buy CSR because of
the new Rules.

e For penalty of not using (100 RMB), most respondents regarded it acceptable and reasonable. The
response shows nothing to do with family income.

e Most of the respondents support if the Rules says that children ages 4 to 8 should also use CSR.
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
